150 children poisoned by toxic milk powder in China
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BEIJING - State media was cited as reporting Sunday that more than 150 young children in southwestern China have been poisoned after drinking a highly toxic milk powder, in the latest food scandal to hit the country.
The Xinhua news agency reported that the health bureau of Guizhou province has issued an emergency recall of Shanhua brand milk powder after finding that it contained a toxin caused by golden staphylococcus bacteria.
The toxin, found in batches of the powder produced by Guiyang Sanlian Milk Company on April 1 and 2, can cause loss of body fluids, heart failure and death after being drunk by children or the aged, the agency said
