INSPECTORS SHUT DIPAOLO'S; BIRD DROPPINGS FOUND IN BREAD
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The city's largest neighborhood bakery was, according to this story, shut
down by the state this week after inspectors found 3,000 pounds of bread
contaminated with filth and bird feces.
DiPaolo Baking Company Inc., a popular maker of bread and pastries for more
than 80 years, will not reopen until a court order sought by the state
Department of Agriculture and Markets is rescinded in State Supreme Court in
Albany, New York, according to a department spokeswoman.  3We felt that the
bakery was in such disrepair that we destroyed a lot of food,2 said
spokeswoman Jessica Chittenden.
In addition to the contaminated bread, which was mixed with breadcrumbs, the
state destroyed 300 pounds of ice that had slime and mold and found food
handlers had dirty hands and were not wearing plastic gloves, Chittenden
said.
