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BEIJING - State media were cited as reporting Saturday that China has
arrested 318 people for illegally hunting, killing or trading some 107,000
birds during a 10-day nationwide crackdown.
Police in 14 provinces and municipalities -- including Beijing, Shanghai and
south China's Guangdong province -- confiscated more than 107,000 birds, of
which 1,223 were protected species, the China Daily quoted the State
Forestry Administraion as saying.
The campaign involved police raiding more than 3,370 bird markets to inspect
birds, as well as 16,380 hotels and restaurants where even rare birds are
openly served to earn huge profits.
