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   TORONTO - Even as the Norwalk virus runs rampant, doctors are, according

  to   this story, unable to explain the cause of the outbreak.

   Dr. Richard Schabas, chief of staff of York Central Hospital, was quoted

  as  saying, "There seems to be a lot of activity for reasons that I don't

  think  anybody understands."

  The hospital was forced to closed its emergency and cardiac wards Thursday

  after 10 patients and 24 staff members came down with symptoms of the

  disease.
