Suzhou.

> The Beijing Times said 400 workers were treated for food poisoning, 

but

> state television said later that only 26 of 269 workers had been 

confirmed

> as having suffered food poisoning.

> Local medical officials declined comment.

> The story says that the victims ran fevers and suffered from diarrhea 

and

> vomiting after eating cold dishes and drinking water that were

contaminated

> at the home-style banquet Friday in a village in Chisui city, Guizhou

> province.

> No one died and all the victims were out of danger, the report said, 

but

two

> of them had temporarily lost consciousness.

> The incident is the third major food poisoning case in China in the 

past

few

> days.

> On Friday, 60 students from Yangzhou University in eastern Jiangsu

province

> were hospitalised complaining of vomiting and dizziness after eating 

lunch

> at a canteen.

> Initial investigations pointed to sulphuric acid as the likely 

culprit,

> state media reported.
